Floods forced
thousands to flee their homes, Manila, on the island of Luzon, and the
province of Rizal were hardest hit by the storm. Families affected stood at
89.116 (or 448.454 people] in 384 barangays {villages]. Government
authorities and private organizations are providing food, but more HELP
are needed!

For Christians, every disaster is a call to action; we are called to help those
who are suffering when they need it, and certainly this is the time of most
need, This is one ministry we cannot turn our back from.

In this regard, the Luzon Convention is planning to conduct relief
operations and offer trauma counseling to as many people as we can in
the affected areas.
